PUBLIC HEARING
An Ordinance Compensation for a Supervisor

Attorney Smith stated the ordinance was to give the new supervisors an increase in compensation not to exceed $4,190,00 per year. The supervisors chose to keep to the pay schedule as once a month. This ordinance does not apply to sitting supervisors.
